OREGON COMMUNITY COLLEGE LIBRARY ASSOCIATION
CONSTITUTION and BY-LAWS
ARTICLE I

Name

The name of this organization shall be the Oregon Community College Library Association (OCCLA.)
ARTICLE II

Purpose

The purpose of this organization shall be to promote and improve the instructional support services of Oregon Community College libraries, learning resource centers, media departments, and other departments with related educational goals. The Oregon Community College Library Association will speak for and represent the interests of member institutions.
ARTICLE III

Membership

Membership is open to all Oregon community college libraries or learning resource centers. Governance will be the responsibility of dues-paying members.  Representatives at meetings will be the library or learning resource center administrator or his/her designee. There will be one voting representative per institution. 
Special interest groups of Oregon community college staff members may be formed or appointed to meet the needs and purposes of the membership. 
OCCLA President will send annual invitations to become a member, or to renew status as a member, to all Oregon Community College Libraries.
Membership year will run from July 1 through June 30 each year.

Inactive, non-voting members may send representatives to Association meetings and participate in discussions.
Article IV

Governance Dues

Dues-paying members of OCCLA will set the amount of annual governance dues.  Collection of governance dues in a timely process is the responsibility of the Association Secretary-Treasurer.  Failure to pay governance dues will not affect membership in OCCLA.  Delinquency in dues payment, as determined by the President and Secretary-Treasurer, is considered a forfeiture of rights in Association governance.

A delinquent member who desires to retain governance rights in OCCLA and demonstrates funding hardship may request a reduction of governance dues.  

ARTICLE V
Officers

Officers shall include but not be limited to a President and a Secretary-Treasurer. In the absence of the President, the Secretary-Treasurer shall be the presiding officer. The President may appoint committees as necessary.


Officers will serve for two (2) years in any one capacity.  They may serve no more than two (2) consecutive terms, i.e., no more than four (4) years in sequence.  They may serve as needed after a hiatus of at least two (2) years between sequences.


In the event that an officer is unable to complete his/her elected term voting members will select an interim officer to serve out the remaining term.  

ARTICLE VI
Election Procedures

The President shall appoint a nominating committee at the winter meeting. The Secretary-Treasurer shall conduct the election by e-mail. Governing members will install new officers at the spring meeting.
ARTICLE VII
Meetings

Meetings shall ordinarily be held three times a year – fall, winter and spring quarters. Members will establish the schedule and locations at the spring meeting.
The President shall be primarily responsible for the meeting agendas. Meetings may include Association business, special programs, demonstrations, and informal discussions on topics of mutual concern.
The site school representative will be responsible for reserving a conference room, providing food, and other local arrangements.
ARTICLE VIII
Amendments

Governing member representatives may amend this constitution by a majority vote. 
ARTICLE IX

Dissolution

In the event that a three quarter (3/4) majority of the governing members of the organization determine that OCCLA can no longer maintain itself as a viable association, 
The Secretary-Treasurer
· Will pay any remaining bills owed by OCCLA.  

· Will distribute any remaining balance of funds equally to the paid and voting members.

· Will close the Association bank account (s.)
The President

· Will send an official notice of dissolution to the membership.

· Will direct the webmaster to close down the web site after posting an appropriate closure notice for a period of one year.

· Will direct the listserv operator to close down the listserv after posting an appropriate closure notice for a period of one year.
